Saturday. 
 

“All is super with him, heôs feeling 100 per cent. I couldnôt 
have asked for his preparation to have gone any better,” 
trainer Stephen Marsh said. 
 
Marsh identified the Telegraph at Trentham as the ideal 
opportunity for Barbaric to make his presence felt at the top 
level some time ago and the path toward Saturday’s feature 
had been a smooth one. 
 
“Heôs got a lot of brilliance and such a good turn of foot that 
the straight six at Trentham suits him and the Telegraph has 
always been the race for him, he is so much better left-
handed. I think he will eventually get a mile, but this is the 
race for him now.” 

 
Barbaric is bred and raced by Goodwood Stud’s Rex and William Fell and has won five of his 11 starts. 
   
Sure to be looking to turn the table on him on Saturday will be opponent Eight Schillings. The 6YO gelding 
finished second to Barbaric in the Listed Levin Stakes and is certainly by the right sire.

After his 
impressive last start victory at Listed level, Stephen Marsh has set him specifically for his 
target tomorrow; the Gr. 1 J&N Berkett Telegraph at Trentham.  With him currently at a 
quote of $8 on fixed odds with the NZ TAB, there are obviously plenty who agree he is a 
leading chance to take out this elite event.  We will certainly be cheering for him and his 
owners, Rex and William Fell, if this very talented son of Pins and Burnzees Magic is in 
the thick of the finish. 
 
If successful, Barbaric will further highlight the excellent success to date for progeny of 
Pins out of mares carrying the stallion Century in the first 3 generations of their 
pedigree.  There have already been 21 stakes winners bred this way, at a very high rate 
of 11.8% SW/Rnrs, including the likes of dual Gr. 1 winner Legs, Caulfield Guineas winner 
Econsul, 5-times stakes winner Antonio Lombardo, Gr. 2 Avondale Guineas winner Icepin, dual Melbourne 
Group winner Shopaholic, Singapore Derby winner Lim’s Prestige, and many other high class horses.
