Pins’ son Rolling Pin made it back to back black-type when 
claiming the Gr.2 Shannon Stakes in eventful fashion at Rosehill 
recently.  
 
It was Rolling Pin’s second career Group win and his second in 
as many starts after claiming the Listed Cameron Handicap 
(1500m) at Newcastle earlier in the month.  
 
Bred by Geoff and Josie Hines, Rolling Pin is out of the Mi 
Preferido mare Gypsy’s Daughter, who won twice at Listed level 
in Australia and once in New Zealand. 
 
Rolling Pin is the nine-time Gr.1 stallion Pins' 45th individual 
stakes winner.

Emerald Queen became the latest black-type winner for champion sire O’Reilly with her runaway victory in the Listed Canterbury 
Belle Stakes. At just her second appearance, the Shane Kennedy and Anna Furlong-trained filly romped clear in the closing stages to 
strike first blood in the NZ Bloodstock Southern Filly of the Year series. 
 
Emerald Queen is bred raced by Kevin Hickman, who was recently named Breeder and Owner of the Year at the South Island 
Racing Awards.  
 
Winning Spree was also honoured as the Broodmare of the Year as the dam of Hickman’s outstanding Gr.1 New Zealand Derby 
winner Silent Achiever - who is also be O’Reilly. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 LOPOV LATEST STAKESWINNER FOR SAVABEEL 
 

  
Lopov, a brother to Gr.1 Queensland Derby winner winner Brambles, fittingly won his first stakes race at Kalgoorlie in the recent 
Listed Kalgoorlie Cup. The Adam Durrant-trained son of Savabeel claimed the Western Australia feature event by a convincing three 
lengths. 
 
Bred by our very own Celia Crawshaw, the 5YO gelding is out of the Pins mare Prickle. He was purchased at the 2009 Karaka Premier 
Sale for $25,000 and did his initial racing from Danny O’Brien’s stable.  
 
The winner of seven of his 27 starts for over $360,000, Lopov is the 18th stakes winner for his sire Savabeel, the Cox Plate winning 
son of Zabeel.
