Bred by Waikato Stud and race by the Full of Excuses Syndicate,
No Excuse Maggie is out of the O'Reilly mare Maggie O'Reilly,
who hails from the family of Group One winners Glamour Puss
and Vision And Power,

No Excuse Maggie has now won six races and nearly $170,000 —
a figure in stark contrast to the $2,500 price tag that owners
Howard and Kay Jones paid for her for at the 2007 National

Weanling Sale.

With the $50,000 she added to the coffers on Saturday, No Excuse Maggie’s WS sire No Excuse Needed received just the push he
needed to take pole position on the New Zealand General Sires Premiership.

Standing for $6000 in 2012, No Excuse Needed is the sire of 13 stakes winners, with his best representative to date being the triple
Gr.1 winner, Daffodil.

race, with one of these being the stakes placed filly Ardeche.

Diamond Like has visited O'Reilly in the past with the resultant foal being the Kevin Gray-trained filly Lovetessa. She won at
Wairarapa just over a week ago and is currently nominated for the Gr.1 NZB 1000 Guineas and Gr.1 Levin Classic.

For our own black-type mare Shopaholic, it was pretty much a case of off the plane and into the breeding shed.

She’s a Pins mare, which to date when crossed with Savabeel has produced a perfect six winners from as many to race and a
remarkable 50% stakes winners to runners ratio, following the black-type deeds of Brambles, Dowager Queen and Lopov.

HOLLY WOOD EMULATES GLAMOUR MUM

It may have not have the Gr.1 Goodwood Handicap, but young mare Hollywood matched one of her mother's feats by winning at
Morphettville last weekend. The 4YO daughter of dual Gr.1 winning star Glamour Puss recorded her first metropolitan win.

Earlier this year, trainer Danny O'Brien managed to claim Gr.2 and Gr.3 successes with the aforementioned Shopaholic, who like
Hollywood is bred and raced by Waikato Stud, and whose mother, Splashing Out, was also prepared for feature race success by
the Flemington trainer.

Saturday's win was the second of Hollywood's career from just five starts.
